Fruit toppings for cereals such asraisins, dried fruit mix, bananas, sliced
peaches, etc.

Hard boiled eggs

Pretzels (unsalted if possible)

Unsalted nuts (almonds, wal nuts, peanuts, etc.)

Granolabars

Animal crackers

Vanillawafers

Gingersnaps

Rice cakes

Melba toast

Popcorn

100 calorie snack packs

Coffee

Tea, black, green or herbal

Offer fat-free milk in additional to half ‘n half (or fat-free half ‘n half) for
coffee and tea

Chilled water

Infused water using lemon, lime or orange slices or parsley and cucumbers,
efc.
